The Peacelight was transported by Austrian Airlines Security and Safety Instructor staff members Thomas Heinrich and Wolfgang Kerndler from Vienna to New York City’s JFK airport on December 5, 2007. They were met there by Dan Guez of the Brooklyn Diocesan Catholic Committee on Scouting, Port Authority Police Sgt. John Farrell and Patrol Officer Thomas Eddings. They were then immediately escorted to a reunion of Eagle Scouts at the Marriot Marquis Hotel in Manhattan who had gathered to celebrate the induction of Eagle Scout John Cushman, III, Chairman of Cushman & Wakefield, and recent President of the Boy Scouts of America and current National Council Executive Board Member, into the Greater N.Y. Councils Eagle Scout Hall of Fame. Greater NY Councils Scout Executive Charles E. Rosser and John C.
